LUFUPA 2008 FISHING COMPETITION

RULES & REGULATIONS

SPECIFIC TO THIS EVENT ONLY

1.
Every competitor must be a current paid up member of the Zambia Sport Fishing Association. All boats must be registered with Department of Inland Waterways.
2.
Each team shall consist of not more than FOUR (4) competitors.

Competition officials MUST be notified of any change of team members from those detailed on the Entry form at the time of registration.

3.
Each team Captain shall be responsible for the observance of all rules and regulations and shall represent the team on any matter requiring the attention of the Officials.

4.
Species & Size Restrictions:

Only the following species shall be accepted at the weigh-in:-

Bream


Minimum Length

12 Inches
Pike


Minimum Length

12 Inches
BLACK BARBEL MUST BE BETWEEN 25 – 30 INCHES.
The maximum bag limit for each day is 20 fish per team.

Points allocated for each species are as follows:

Bream 10 points per kg
Pike 10 points per kg

Barbell 1 point per kg

Each species will have a “Bonus” day. An envelope will be drawn before the start of each day, which will decide what, of the 3 target species will be the “Bonus” species for that day. On the “Bonus” day, bream, pike & barbell will be allocated more points than usual.

For example on the “Bream” day, any bream that measure more than the required 12 inches will be allocated 14 (as apposed to 10) points per kg, the same for Pike on the “Pike” day and barbell will be allocated 3 points per kg on the “Barbell” day.
One “BEAST” barbell (Over 30 inches) may be weighed in, per Team over the duration of the Comp.

Teams presenting under size fish & over size barbell  to the official scale shall be penalized 20 points for EACH such  fish.

5.
Catch & Release.

The above mentioned category will apply to the Teams whole catch, including bream, pike & barbell. It is hoped that Competitors will use their discretion and try practice “Catch & Release” on their whole bag.

To promote this category Wilderness Safaris Zambia have set aside a prize of two nights at one of the primer lodges for two people, including  meals, drinks and activities, this prize is valued at
 US$ 3,080.00 so ensure those live wells are working properly!!
6.
There shall be a 12lb (6 Kgs) line restriction.

All forms of artificial lures, live bait, strip bait etc., are permitted.  If in doubt, please confirm with the officials prior to the start of the competition.
Each competitor may only use one rod at a time.   However, spare rods may be kept in the boat.

7.
NIGHT LINES ARE NOT PERMITTED!

Use of night lines shall lead to disqualification and the case referred to the ZSFA Disciplinary Committee for further assessment and action.

8.  
GROUND BAITING & CHUMMING ARE NOT PERMITTED!
Employment of such tactics may result in disqualification and the case referred to the ZSFA Disciplinary Committee for further assessment and action.

9.
Boundaries:

The boundaries are up to the First island upstream and Kafwala downstream.  NO fishing is permitted on the Lufupa or Musekwa rivers.

10.
Teams are not permitted to come alongside one another, unless in an emergency.


Any emergency which necessitates such contact should be reported to an official at the first possible opportunity.

Competition Times:


Please note that ONLY the Marshall’s watch shall be considered for official times.

12.
All teams must collect a “TAG” from the weigh bay, before the start of each days fishing.  The starting point is in front of the Lufupa Jetty – and ALL teams MUST start from this point.  No team shall be allowed to start later than ONE HOUR from official starting time.
All Captains must ensure that the “TAG” is returned by the stipulated weigh-in time.
Teams shall incur penalties of 10 points per minute late. Any team arriving later than 15 minutes from the stipulated weigh-in time, shall be disqualified from that days fishing – BEWARE!

13.
On days 1 and 2 – no competitors boats shall be allowed on the river following that days weigh-in – unless to moor at the competitors camp, in which case the boat must be taken directly to the camp from the weigh station.  Any team found to be disobeying this rule shall be disqualified from the remainder of the competition.

14.
The ZSFA “General Rules” and “Competition Management Code of Conduct” will apply.

CAUTION!!!

PLEASE exercise caution on the river at all times.  There are submerged rock and trees in          several parts of the river, which may pose a hazard to boats.  Please also pay attention to the numerous Hippos & Crocodiles – both in the water and on the riverbanks.

Respect their territory!

Remember you are in a National Park!
