There are two species of fish, which will be caught during the competition, they are commonly known as small month bream and barbel.  

NB:  No fishing rod will be handled by the adult at any time during the fishing 

        Competition - (Hooking and landing of fish for and behalf of the competitor)

        The team will be immediately being disqualified.
General Rules

Please Supervising Adults make sure the Junior Competitors read the rules carefully and that they understand them.  

Many attractive prizes will be awarded to individual, junior girl / boy, team and age categories.

A full list will be posted at Kalimba Reptile Park Prize Giving Table.
1. All rules must be followed as per the signboard at the entrance of the park.

2. All teams must wear their Nametags during the competition. 

3. Captain’s meeting – at 09h30 Saturday 5th April 2008.

4. Fishing times will start at 10h00 and end at 13h00 Saturday the 5th April 2008.

5. Weigh-in at 13h00 Saturday 5th April 2008. (Team Captain & Supervisory Adult Only)
6. Minimum weight -for weigh-in for scale fish – 100 grams.

7. Worm fishing only. No artificial lures will be allowed. No ground baiting / chumming will be allowed.

8. If a competitor is seen to be putting his or her catch into a fellow competitor’s bag during the competition and before the weigh-in will be disqualified immediately.

9. All bags of each team must be clearly labelled.

10. Once scorecard is returned, no changes will be entertained.

11. In the event of a tie, a fish- off will take place.

12. Any one wanting to take their catch home after the competition will notify the Weigh-in Official & pay the price ruling at the time of the competition.

13. Any team found, seen taking another teams catch would face automatic disqualification.

14. The teams fishing will remain together at all times. No Individual will be allowed to go to another pond without consulting the marshal in charge of the ponds first.

15. One fishing rod & one hook only per individual junior angler allowed. Per team (4 rods only & 4 hooks).

16. The Supervising adult is only allowed to put on worms and assist taking off of fish. No landing of fish allowed at any time by the adult during the fishing competition.  

17. If the competitor is unable to cast the adult may assist with the casting.
18. Barbel will not count towards total catch weight, but will be weighed separately, prizes being awarded for the largest barbel.
